Anti Bullying Policy
Bullying is action taken by one or more children with the deliberate intention of hurting another child, either physically or emotionally over a period of time.

We are committed to providing a caring, friendly and safe environment for all of our pupils so that they can learn in a relaxed and secure atmosphere.  Bullying of any kind is unacceptable.  If bullying occurs, all pupils should be able to tell an adult and know that it will be dealt with promptly and effectively.  We are a TELLING school.  This means that anyone who knows that bullying is happening is expected to tell a member of staff.

Objectives

· Bullying will not be tolerated

· We take bullying very seriously and pupils and parents should be assured that they will be supported when bullying is reported

· All governors, teaching and support staff, pupils and parents should be very familiar with the anti-bullying policy and follow it when bullying is reported.

· All pupils and parents should know what the school policy on bullying is and how they should report it.

The Governing Body will:

· not tolerate bullying.  All incidents of bullying will be taken very seriously and dealt with appropriately.

· monitor any incidents of bullying and evaluate with the headteacher the effectiveness of the policies and their strategies.

·  respond within 10 days to any request in writing from a parent to investigate incidents of bullying.  In all cases, the governing body will notify the headteacher and ask for an investigation to be carried out and reported to them.

The Headteacher will:

· implement the school’s anti-bullying policy and ensure that all staff are aware of the policy and know how to deal with any incidents.

· keep the Governing Body informed of any bullying incidents and the effectiveness of the policy and strategies

· ensure that all children know that bullying is wrong, and that it is unacceptable behaviour that will not be tolerated

Staff will:

· take all forms of bullying seriously and intervene to prevent incidents from occurring

· deal with any incident immediately

· record the incident and inform the headteacher/deputy headteacher or in their absence the most senior teacher

· support and reassure the pupil who has been bullied and allow them to give their account 

· spend time with the perpetrator explaining why the actions were wrong and endeavouring to help the child change their behaviour and feel able to apologise

·  implement sanctions, in line with the behaviour policy

·  raise awareness of the nature of bullying through including it in the curriculum during PSHE, assemblies etc

Pupils will:

·  let an adult know immediately if someone is being treated unkindly

·  support pupils who may feel frightened, worried or lonely

·  never intentionally hurt another child either physically or emotionally

·  treat others as they would expect to be treated themselves

Parents/carers will:

· discourage their child from using bullying behaviour reinforcing the importance of resolving difficult situations without aggression or violence

· report any incidents of suspected/actual bullying immediately to the school.

Parents have an important part to play in helping the school deal with this important issue.
